They also will hear the stories of courageous 

soldiers throughout history, including Civil War soldier Jefferson Moses and Deborah 

Sampson, the first known American woman to impersonate a man in order to join the

Art of the 

American Soldier unveils powerful works of art created by American soldiers in the line 

of duty.  Drawn from the Army’s rarely seen collection of over 15,000 paintings and 

sketches, the exhibition showcases the artistic response of soldiers from World War I 

through the present day.

Veterans and military families will receive $2 off admission.  Active military personnel, 

career military retirees, and children ages 3 and under are free.
